Examination Officers’ Association appoints four new members to Board of Trustees
The Examination Officers’ Association (EOA) has carried out an election amongst it’s 2500 members and has appointed four new members to the EOA Board of Trustees.

Two of the new Trustees, Mark Tate and Barbara-Anne Dunn have been elected to serve three year tenures each, receiving 30.5% and 29.5% of the vote respectively. Roy Waite and Anthony House, receiving 25% and 15% of the vote respectively, will each serve two year tenures. Three other members of the Board were not due for re-election and continue on the Board.

Mark Tate is the Examination Officer for the City of Bath College, a Further Education College with provision for 14-19 year olds as well as Adults. Mark has been a member of various advisory and focus groups for the QCA, NAA and the Association of Colleges.
Barbara-Anne Dunn is the Examinations Manager for The Hayesbrook School in Kent, which is a non-selective boys’ school with a mixed sixth form. Barbara-Anne is actively involved in helping the QCA with training and facilitating at new Exams Officers and Diploma events.

Roy Waite is the Examinations Manager at Cedar Mount High School in Manchester, a co-educational comprehensive school catering for pupils between the ages of 11 and 16. Roy has been involved with the EOA since it’s foundation and acts as an ICT consultant for the EOA to ensure that the roles of exams office staff are put at the heart of new developments.
Anthony House is the Examinations, Accreditation and Timetable Manager at the Thames Valley University where he is responsible for general, vocational and Higher Education exams and achievements across the University’s three campuses. He has been involved with planning conferences and workshops for the Association of Colleges Exams Officers.

The Chairman of the EOA Board of Trustees, Dr Alan Waymont, commented: “I am delighted to welcome Mark, Barbara, Roy and Anthony to the Board. They have a wealth of experience between them and this will prove invaluable to the EOA as we continue to raise the profile of the role and challenges encountered by exam office staff. I would also like to thank the outgoing Board members who have contributed significant amounts of their time and energy in helping to move the EOA forward.”

Andrew Harland, Chief Executive of the EOA added: “The new Board members are an extremely welcome addition to the Board of Trustees. Over the eight years since the EOA was founded the profile of exam office staff has risen considerably and we have succeeded in influencing many changes to the exam system and working conditions for exam office staff.
